Parent Update

I hope that everyone has had a good first two weeks of school – it has been GREAT getting the kids back in class, and the energy and excitement for the year is outstanding. The PM procedures are working great, and we thank you for your patience and understanding as we work out the kinks in the system.  Things are running pretty smoothly now!!

On that note, the Palmetto police stopped in today after school and asked me to send word out on a couple items:

1. Students MUST cross at the crosswalks!! Many walkers are crossing Haben Blvd where ever they get a chance.  This obviously is not safe for students, and we don’t want any students at risk of being hit by cars after school.  Please, if your child is a walker – remind them they can only cross at crosswalks, which are located in front of the school, or at the intersection of Haben and 10th Street (by the bank).

2. Parents – if you have instructed your child to meet you somewhere other than the pickup line and are meeting them at places such as the Courtney, in front of Rivera Dunes, or stopping along side of the road to pick them up as you drive by, this is incredible dangerous for the students, and the Palmetto police are advising us that it is illegal.  They will be patrolling the school zone more, and asked us to advise parents on proper procedure.  If you are picking up your child, please pick them up in the in the parent pick-up line.  I know it was slow at the start, but the past two days every car has been out of our lot before 5:00.

The Palmetto police advised us that they will be issuing citations to students and parents who violate these items above, and they will enforce the city codes and ordnances.  In addition, the locations listed above where some of you are picking up your children are private property, and the residents of the property have been and will continue to call the police for enforcement of trespassing.  We do not want anyone to be unaware of these issues, and we do ask that you follow the procedures as outlined by the school for parent pick-up. Your attention to this matter is greatly appreciated.
